The records show 

what items we hav e in the 

Libraries, and where they 

are . To search by author, 

click author.  

 

 

 

 

 

Type in the authorôs name, 

last name first .  

 

Letôs use the author Amy Jo 

Kim. Weôll enter her name, 

last name first.  

 

 

The library owns one book by 

this author called Community 

Building on the Web . You see 

the authorôs name, the title 

of the work, the location, call 

number and status.   

 



The location and the call 

number are  especially 

important . A location of MAIN 

means  the book is in Mullins 

Library  rather than  one of 

the other libraries on 

campus , and the call number  

tells where the book is on the 

shelves.  

 

 

 

The call number guides 

(available at service desks 

and online) show where a call 

number is in the Libraries.  A 

TK call number would be up 

on Level Four.   

 

 

 

 

The status box shows the 

current availability. ñCheck 

shelvesò means the item 

should be on the shelf.  

ñDueò and a date means itôs 

checked out.
