The ProQuest Dissertations and Theses 
database is the worldôs most 
comprehensive collection of dissertations 
and theses covering graduate works from 
1861 to the present. 
 
This database has many full-text graduate 
theses and dissertations, including many 
that were granted at the University of 
Arkansas. 
 

 
 

 
There are a number of ways to search this 
database. Some common ones are by: 
topic, author, school and advisor. 
 
 

 

 



Letôs find dissertations on the topic:  
country of origin labeling.  There are 
several fields which you could use to 
search to retrieve records for this query. 
These include the document title, index 
terms, subject name code, and citation and 
abstract. We will choose Citation and 
Abstract because it will provide the largest 
number of records. 
 
 

 
 

 
Enter country of origin AND labeling. 
Choose More Search Options to limit the 
search to doctoral dissertations only.  Then 
click on Search. 

 

 
 
 

 
For this search, we retrieved 78 records.   
 
You may limit your search to those records 
that are available only in full-text, but be 
aware that you might be missing useful 
material when you do so.   
 
Letôs limit our retrieval to only full-text and 
sort by the Most relevant first. 
 
 

 

 



In this case, the document is in electronic 
format. 
Click on the title of the record to read a 
summary of the dissertation. 
You can read a 24 page preview or read, 
print or save the entire document.   
 
 
 

 
 

 
Letôs say, for example that you have found 
the following thesis citation and would like 
to see if it is available in full-text in this 
database:  
 
Stewart, Marjorie Alexander. 1934. A 
comparative analytical study of the Black 
Code and Slave Code of Georgia M.A., 
Atlanta University, 1934, 54 pages. 
 
 
 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 

To find this citation in this database,  
search by either name of the author, 
document title or the university that granted 
it.  Letôs choose to search by Document 
title.
