It helps you find materials in 
Mullins Library (including Special 
Collections and Performing Arts 
and Media), Young Law Library, 
the Physics Library, the Fine Arts 
Library, and the Chemistry and 
Biochemistry Library. 
 
 

 

 



 
Note that you cannot find 
individual journal articles in the 
catalog. To locate articles follow 
the links under the ñFind Articles 
and Moreò section of the 
Librariesô home page.  
 
Once you have found articles of 
interest, then you can search for 
the relevant journal titles in 
InfoLinks to locate print, 
microform, and electronic 
holdings. 
 

 

 

 
InfoLinks provides access to 
other online materials such as 
Web sites, electronic books, and 
the Librariesô digital collections.  
 
 
 

 

 
 

 
You can use the catalog to find 
CDs, DVDs, CD-ROMs, 
videocassettes, audio books, and 
other media materials, as well as 
musical scores, theses and 
dissertations, most government 
documents, maps, microforms, 
and a portion of the Libraries' 
manuscript collections.

A ñkeywordò search is the most 
flexible, in that it allows you to 
search many elements such as 
titles, publishers, subject 
headings, notes, organizations, 
conference names, and authors 
simultaneously. You can combine 
these elements using the 
connectors ñand,ò ñor,ò and ñand 
not.ò    

 

 
 

 
With advanced keyword 
searching you can add other 
criteria for your search ï such as 
location or format of the item or 
whether the item is a book or 
journal.

Subject headings are 
standardized terms and phrases 
that are used to locate materials 
about a person, a personôs work, 
a place, or a general topic of 
interest. All these searches are 
more precise than keywords.
