InfoLinks is the name of the 
University Librariesô online 
catalog. The catalog lists every 
book, journal and magazine in 
the campus libraries, whether in 
print or electronic format.  

 

 
Besides books and journals, the 
online catalog lists CDs, DVDs, 
videos, maps, Internet sites and 
other media.  
 

 

 



 
Remember that individual journal 
articles are NOT listed in 
InfoLinks. This means that 
articles are not separately listed 
by author or article title in the 
catalog.

The first screen shows us how 
many titles have been retrieved 
by the search.  It shows a brief 
bibliographic record for each title.   
 

 



 
For books, this includes the title, 
the author, the publisher, place of 
publication, and the year the work 
was published.   

 

 

 

 
Below this basic information will 
be the location of the item, the 
call number, and the status.  The 
most common status 
designations are ñCheck 
Shelves,ò ñDueò and a date, and 
ñNon-circò (or non-circulating).  
There are other status 
designations as well.  
 
In this example, ñCheck shelvesò 
beneath the word ñStatusò means 
that the item is not checked out 
and should be on the shelves.   

 

 

 
 ñMainò refers to the shelves in 
the main library, Mullins. Other 
locations in Mullins you might see 
are Spec Coll ï or Special 
Collections, MEDIA - Performing 
Arts and Media, or MAIN ï LRC, 
which is Learning Resources for 
Children. There are also location 
designations for the other 
campus libraries.
